The contraction of manufacturing activities in China indicated by the down trend of PMI keeps the market under pressure. Premier Li Keqiang had clearly stated a 7
percent GDP growth for 2013 is the slowest number that the Chinese government could tolerate. Market expects the central government will take steps to stimulate the
economy if the economy goes south further. We believe short-term catalysts for certain sectors, e.g. railway and technology sectors, will emerge as they are the
preferred sectors to drive the economic growth from government perspective.
