Market Outlook and Investment

In the face of China’s economic down-cycle, growing risks in domestic trust and property industries, and the US’ tapering of quantitative easing (QE) policy, we hold a relatively cautious view towards the Hong
Kong stock market in 2014 and expect higher market volatility.

We believe economic reforms in China will be the market focus in 2014. However, the reform process, in our view, can be an odyssey and sometimes painful in the short term. Investors’ expectations may swing
between an extreme optimism due to the benefits from reform and an extreme pessimistism of the throe of economic transition.

We prefer sectors with more concrete fundamentals amid the uncertain environment. Specifically, we believe there are chances for the following sectors:

(1) Pharmaceuticals: Most of the listed companies in this sector reported decent FY 13 results despite the constant pressure on price-cut. The increase in the sales volumes in both the special drugs and ordinary
drugs offsets the effect. We still prefer bellwethers with advanced technologies and wide product range.

(2) Environmental protection: This sector got some correction due to profit-taking recently. Most of the listed companies reported in-line growths for FY13 results, and they also reported promising outlook for 2014
increasing new orders. As more supportive policies are to be launched in the further detailed action plans, we are still optimistic on this sector.
