(1) Pharmaceuticals. China’s aging population and universal coverage of medical insurance fueled the long-term growth of the sector. The recent increase of Government funding was also a positive
catalyst. We preferred the specialty drug makers which had lesser risk of price cut for their products.

(2) Downstream solar farms. China has set ambitious PV installation target in year 2014. As the solar PV module cost continued trending down, the IRR of China’s leading solar farms has improved.
All of the downstream solar farms have aggressive plans on capacity expansion. We expect to see rapid growth of their net profits in the next two years.

The US stock market continued to reach new highs in June, due to the improving economic fundamentals and market sentiment. China’s PMI recorded a recovery trend in recent months and
attained this year's high in June. The China Government further gave some relax measures to the financial institutions, for example, the relaxation of the composition of loan-to-deposit ratio.

For Hong Kong market, the money in-flow was strong recently, as evidenced by HKD exchange rate touching the 7.75 peg limit. If the market sentiment remained continually good, there may be an
upward revaluation of stocks in near term. Specifically, we believe there are chances for the following sectors:
